HOLY WEEK BEGINS 
 

This is the beginning of Holy Week.  It is called “Holy 
Week” because it recalls the great mystery of our  faith 
that “Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come 
again”.  As the people of God we are liturgically cele-
brating the events of Jesus’ lasts days on earth. 
 
We know even though Jesus later ascended into heav-
en, he remains present with us in Spirit.  He is part of 
His people.  He lives in our relationships of love, sacra-
ments which convey His grace, and in our worship and 
words of prayer.  God is all around us. 
 
The news of the execution of three young athletes in 
Iran gives us a sense of inhumanity of the current reli-
gious leaders of Iran.  It is also a symbol of the inhu-
manity of the Jerusalem establishment during the time 
od Jesus.   They demonstrate a total disregard for the 
gift of human life. 
 
It’s extremely discomforting to see the great loss of 
lives due to wars, sickness or carelessness.  These 
events place a burden upon all of us.  We are paying 
the price in stability, peace of mind and financial loss. 
 
What Holy Week means to me is a walk through hu-
man history and a longing for the Kingdom of God to 
be re-establishes “on earth as it is in heaven”.

HOLY WEEK—What happens, When and Why 
Holy Thursday—At the beginning of the 
Liturgy, the three holy oils are presented.  
These oils were blessed by the Bishop at the 
Chrism Mass last week. The three oils are: 
the Oil for the Sick, used in anointing of the 

Sick; the Oil of the Catechumens, for those celebrating 
baptism; and the Sacred Chrism Oil used in in the sacra-
ments of baptism, confirmation and holy orders.  This is 
also when  the foot washing takes place.  After Mass, the 
altar is stripped, in preparation of the celebrations of 
the Lord’s Passion on Friday.  And, as Friday is techni-
cally not a Mass, there were enough hosts consecrated 
or use on Friday.    
 
         Good Friday - These is no entrance process-
         ion on this day, as it is actually a continua- 
         tion of the liturgy celebrated on Holy Thurs-
        day.  The readings for the day are somber.   
        The first reading is part of the prophecy of 
the sufferings of Jesus.  In the second reading Paul con-
nects our salvation of Jesus, the high priest, who knew 
suffering and remained obedient to the Father.  The cen-
terpiece is the reading of the Passion, which emphasizes 
the divinity of Jesus.  He is portrayed as knowing what 
he is about and confident in his relationship with the 
Father.  The Psalm sets the atmosphere of the Passion, 
showing a conscious trust in God in spite of trials.  Con-
secrated hosts from Thursday are used, and there is no 
reception of the Sacred Blood (wine).  We leave the 
church in silence. 

 
Easter Vigil—On your way into church 
there will be a fire dispelling the darkness 
and lighting up the night.  These will be 
candles once you enter the church for use 
during Mass.  Also take note the fonts are 
empty.  The new Paschal candle will be 

blessed and lit by Fr. Joe.  As the lit candle proceeds to 
the front of the darkened church, the congregation will 
light their candles, symbolizing the light of Christ, rising 
in glory, and scattering the darkness of our hearts and 
minds.  There are seven readings from the Old Testa-
ment, each with its own psalm and prayer.  (We usually 
listen to 4-5 selected readings, always including the 
reading from Exodus.)  In the readings we listen to im-
portant parts of salvation history, the events which have 
brought people to where we are today.  We are remind-
ed of how God  has worked in our ancestor’s lives to 
form them in the people which are God’s own.  After the 
readings, the lights in the church are turned on, and we 
renew our baptismal promises and the water is blessed.  
The fonts are filled and everyone is invited to take home 
a bottle of holy water with them after Mass.  The Mass 
then proceeds with the Liturgy of the Eucharist.

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                  Chastisement vs. Punishment 
       Question:  What is the difference  
       between a chastisement and a punish-
       ment? 
Answer:  The distinction between chastisement and 
punishment is, in many ways, a subtle one, but which is 
still relevant in our Catholic tradition.  
First, chastisement is a concept that is grounded in Sa-
cred Scripture. Here, we see chastisement as a response 
by God to people’s actions that is intended to teach a 
lesson. As St. John Paul II observed, “chastisement ap-
pears to be … a kind of divine pedagogy, in which the 
last word is reserved to mercy: He scourges and then 
shows mercy, casts down to the depths of the nether 
world, and he brings up from the great abyss” (Tobit 
13:2). The idea here is that in order to capture our atten-
tion or to highlight how we have not lived out our cove-
nant-relationship with God as we should, there are times 
when God uses events in life to draw us back to the qual-
ity of relationship or faith that we should have.  
The concept of punishment, however, has a different 
sense. The Catechism of the Church observes that pun-
ishment is the consequence of a damaging action that 
“has the primary aim of redressing the disorder” and to 
protect the community and the common good from fur-
ther damage or harm (see no. 2266). Although we al-
ways hope that someone who is being punished for a 
crime or some other harmful action will learn from their 
actions, punishment isn’t necessarily intended to teach a 
lesson in the same way that a chastisement is.  
Ultimately, how we make the distinction between chas-
tisement and punishment is a matter of discernment. As 

with almost everything in life, our experiences can be an 
opportunity for grace — or for something less — de-
pending on how open we are to recognizing the move-

ment of God’s Spirit within them.       ©LPi 

Easter Sunday—Without Easter, with-
out the Resurrection of Christ, there 
would be no Christian faith.  Christ’s 
resurrection is proof od His Divinity.  He 
brought us the promise of new life, both 

in Heaven and on earth.  His prayer, “thy Kingdom come, 
on earth as in Heaven” begins to be fulfilled on Easter 
Sunday.  Easter Sunday is the last day of the Triduum, 
ending the celebration of Jesus’ resurrection .  The Mass 
is celebratory as we return to a more “normal” Mass af-
ter the 40 days of Lent.  Just like the season of Christmas, 
the Easter season is more than just one day.  It is 50 
days, ending with the celebration of Pentecost on Sun-
day, May 24, this year.  Pentecost commemorates the 
descent of the Holy Spirit upon the apostles and other 
followers while they were in Jerusalem.
